To help children eat healthily we offer fruit 

and milk or water at snack-time. To ensure 

that there is some variety it would be really 

helpful if you could bring in  a couple of piec-

es of fruit 2/3 times a week.

How to sort and organize tiding up at the end of 

each session and  count returned resources 

 Investigations  with ice and slime and other sen-

sory and malleable resources,  

How to match numerals  1-6  to quantity and ex-

plore patterns within number – look out  

for your child getting their Ten Town certificates   

How to  recognise/ name shapes, patterns and 

position words

your child and send any 

photos of children 

sharing books at home.
