Our learning this term

‘On the Farm’

Our topic for this half term is ‘On the Farm’. We will be learning about the different types of :
: animals that live on a farm and how a farm operates. We will be learning about the different
. types of food groups there are and about how to grow vegetables. :

Maths — we will continue learning how to build different compositions of numbers up to 10.
: The children will learn how to show this on a tens frame and subitise numbers up to 10.
: Comparing lengths, heights and weights is also taught over this next half term.

: Writing — we will use our phonics knowledge to write initial sounds, labels, caption, simple
- sentences and some longer sentences that include punctuation.

Phonics — We have learnt individual sounds and are now learning digraphs and trigraphs  :
: with our Phonics scheme ‘Little Wandle’ and are beginning to learn to read and write longer
- words. :

PHSE — we will be learning about building and maintaining relationships with our families
: and friends.

Toys in School

We are seeing an increasing number of
children bringing toys, gadgets and other
items into school.

Home learning

Thank you to all of the children who have been
completing their home learning sheets. This is
great consolidation of what we have been
learning in class.

Please remember to read with your child at
least 3 times a week. This can be any type of
reading, and any book of their own choosing.

It will be also beneficial to practice some of the
following with your child:

e Practise name writing and name
recognition.

e Play games to encourage turn taking and
sharing.

e Practise letter formation of the letters that
have been taught so far.

Please remember to write in your child’s
Reading Diary so that we know they have
read at home.

Tapestry and Arbor

A polite reminder that the school policy states for
parents and carers to send any messages to staff
concerning your child on Tapestry.
